What is WIC?

New Jersey WIC Services provides supplemental
nutritious foods to pregnant, breastfeeding and
postpartum women, infants and children up to the age of
five.

WIC services include nutrition education and counseling,
breastfeeding promotion and support, immunization
screening and health care referrals.

Who is Eligible?

You may be eligible for WIC if you are:

e Pregnant (up to six weeks after delivery)

e Postpartum (up to six months after delivery)

e Aninfant, a child under five years old

AND

e Have a nutrition or medically related health risk
AND

e Live in New Jersey and meet income guidelines

How Can I Apply?
